Safety Net Grant Scheme - Funded by SSAF, it’s a one-off 
grant to student who can prove (with documentation) that 
the grant would assist them with study. Student are assisted 
with application by advocates, and then the advocate takes 
case to committee. The grant committee comprises of 
university and union staff in advocacy and welfare roles.  
 
“The grant is designed to provide emergency assistance to 
University of Tasmania students who experience unexpected 
financial difficulties which make it hard for them to continue 
concentrating on studying. You may apply for assistance with 
costs incurred in everyday basic living.  The grant also offers 
assistance with payment of study related costs such as text books 
etc.”
